GENERAL INFORMATION

The Abstract report is the final tabulation of valuation, revenues,
and mill levies (tax rates) produced each year as a result of the
Assessor’s duties.

e Itis the duty of the Assessor to assess all property fairly in
accordance with state guidelines. All real and personal
property, not exempt by law, is subject to taxation. It is
the duty of the owner of such property to ensure that it is
listed with the County Assessor.

e The assessed values are then certified to all taxing entities
by the Assessor. Levies are determined and certified by
each taxing entity to the Board of County Commissioners.

e These levies are then delivered to the Assessor to be
compiled and extended to the properties (tax roll).

e After the Assessor prepares the tax roll, it is delivered to
the County Treasurer for collection.

e ltis the goal of this office to help the taxpayer understand
the property tax system. If you have any questions
regarding the value of your property or the valuation
process, the Assessor’s Office is ready to assist and
serve you.
